e Non-hedged rows
¢ Disease or insect damage

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WHAT TO SCOUT FOR CONTACTS SCOUTING for CITRUS GREENING

Blotchy Mottle = Greening

Yellow veins, vein corking, and green islands are
not diagnostic alone. These symptoms should be
coupled with blotchy mottle symptoms and a posi-
tive PCR to determine a greening infected tree.
